2. Global Forum —

The Global forum meeting was held in Bangladesh in 20-21 st May 2023 and was
attended by

President API Dr Girish Mathur . The Global Meetings in Srilanka on 2,3 rd
November2023 and in Nepal 30 TH,1 ST December 2023 were greatly successful.
As per those meetings, a Global Summit Session will be presented on 22.2.24 at
the Jeevak Hall where speakers from Srilanka Nepal, Bangladesh will be giving
their lectures.

3. Meetings with Royal College Glasgow

The last virtual meeting of Indian College of Physicians and Royal College of
Physicians Glasgow happened on 13.10.23.
